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BRIDGE PROJECT

The 2004 steel bridge design teams are listed in the table above.  Each team will analyze and design a three-dimensional steel bridge to meet the specifications of the AISC/ASCE National Steel Bridge Building Competition.  A commercial computer program will be used to perform the analysis.  You must also run a geometric nonlinear analysis of your design.  Follow standard design guidelines (e.g., ASD or LRFD), but eliminate any load factors or strength reduction factors.  You can include a small factor of safety.  A project report will be required.  A preliminary project report is due Thursday, November 18 – other deadlines and project work will be announced during the course.  An oral presentation will be required on Thursday, December 9 at 5:30 PM.  Final project reports will also be due on December 9.

Team leaders have been selected to coordinate all the activities of the team and be an active participant in the work.  Team members from the CE 582 class will assist the students in the CE 682, but they are not responsible for preparing the analysis files, the written report or the oral presentation.  These requirements rest solely with the students in CE 682.
