Criteria for Engineering Standing

All Chemical Engineering courses, CME 395 and higher, require admission to the Chemical  Engineering Program (also known as Engineering Standing).  To be admitted to engineering standing in the Chemical Engineering Program a student must obtain:

1) GPA of 2.7 in the following courses:  CHE 105, 107, & 115, MA 113, 114, 213, & 214, 

PHY 231, 232, & 241, and ENG 101 & 102

2) Passing grade in CS 221

3) “C” or better in CME 200
