Before working in any lab space be sure you know the following.

e Food and drinks are absolutely not permitted in the labs.

o Closed-toe shoes and ankle-length leg coverings are required. No shorts or sandals.

e The hazards present in the room (Hazards are listed on the door signage).

e Where to find appropriate personal protective equipment (gloves, lab coats, safety
glasses, respirators, hearing protection, etc.)

e The location of exits, fire extinguishers, emergency showers/eye washes, first aid and
spill kits.

e How to properly operate any equipment you need to use.

If you have any questions relating to safety, ask Jeff Smith, Alex Fogle, or the Pl listed on the
door before doing any work in the lab.

You can check the dates of your training on your personal safety transcript. The courses
required can be reviewed at the EHS website or you can ask Jeff Smith which modules you need
to complete. Please note that some courses require an annual refresher. After addressing
